HOWARD GREENBERG EARNS NAFI ASSOCIATE MASTER INSTRUCTOR ACCREDITATION

accreditation as a NAFI Associate Master

Flight Instructor.

Greenberg dreamed of flying from a
young age, kindled in part by a
fascination with WWII aviation. With

limited knowledge of civilian pilot

opportunities and military aviation not an
option due to corrected vision, he

became an accountant. After college, he

started flying lessons at Boca Raton :
Airport in Florida and earned his private pilot certificate in 1981. Greenberg earned a degree in
computer systems and worked for IBM for 12 years. He founded a computer consulting company, and in

his spare time earned an instrument rating and commercial certificate.

He became a CFl in 1994, followed by CFIl and single engine ATP rating. When the FAA changed the ATP
requirements in 2014, he earned a multi-engine rating, followed by MEI ATP. Greenberg got a SIC rating
in the Citation 500 series and flew as a part time contract pilot. He began flying professionally full-time
for Delta Private Jets in 2019. He got his Citation CE-525 PIC rating at FlightSafety International and

worked there for a year.
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Greenberg is a part time flight instructor at Lynn University’s aviation program. He helps run the Boca
Raton Pilots Association and arranges monthly educational meetings where participants may earn
WINGS credit. Greenberg attends EAA AirVenture every year and enjoys volunteering at the EAA Pilot

Proficiency Center.

Greenberg is currently building a Vans RV-10 and is active in a Cessnal82 partnership. He is a volunteer
pilot with LightHawk, flying conservation missions. Greenberg said, "l am very grateful to all the great
instructors who have shared not only their knowledge, but their love of aviation." He is especially

thankful to Bob Shine and Bill Craddock, his instructors during his early years in aviation.

The NAFI Master Flight Instructor Accreditation is earned by aviation educators based upon a system of advanced professional
standards and peer review. The accreditation identifies and publicly recognizes those teachers of flight who demonstrate an
ongoing commitment to excellence, professional growth, and service to the aviation community. The NAFI Master Instructor
accreditation is for two years and may be used to renew an FAA flight instructor certificate. Applicants must have been a CFl for
two years and have given 1,000 hours of flight instruction. In addition, candidates must meet and document activity in four NAFI

Master Instructor categories (Instructor, Educator, Service to the Aviation Community, and Professional Activity).

Members of the National Association of Flight Instructors work as independent instructors, at flight schools, universities, FBOs,
corporate flight departments and in the military. Since 1967, NAFI and its members, who teach in 30 countries, are dedicated to
increasing and maintaining the professionalism of flight instruction. NAFI members influence active pilots daily: students
working to become pilots, current pilots training to advance their skills with new ratings or certificates and pilots who seek to
improve their skills with recurrent training. NAFI also serves as an advocate with industry and government as a voice for flight
instruction.
